John Wright reviewed the areas of comment,
including the non-acknowledgement of the Clovis General Plan and available land for development in the current
Sphere of Influence, the Fringe Policy and urban development, the Friant-Millerton area, no agricultural element, no
major street element, the issue of development of areas adjacent to cities, lack of addressing development fees, and no
acknowledgement of a park and recreation area around Big Dry Creek. There being no public comment, Mayor
Armstrong closed the public portion. Discussion by the Council. Motion by Councilmember Wynne, seconded by
Councilmember Flores, that the Council approve the staff recommendation for comments to the Fresno County General
Plan Update 2000. Motion carried.

Municipal Code pertaining to the Uniform Fire Code. There being no public comment, Mayor Armstrong closed the
public portion.

(amending the CMC pertaining to Uniform Fire Code) be approved for introduction and schedule a public hearing for
June 5, 2000. Motion carried.
